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[bookmark: _GoBack]     In Ephesians 5:15-16 we read, "See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise, redeeming the time, because the days are evil".  Sooner or later we will run out of time.  Time will come to an end for all of us, but we don’t know when that will be.  It could be today.  It is what we do with our few remaining days here on this earth that will determine whether we will enjoy eternal life in Heaven or the eternal torments of Hell.  During our few remaining days we will choose where we will spend eternity.  Those who are lost in Hell chose to go there.  They will only have themselves to blame.  One is a fool if he doesn’t "redeem the time".
     The above scripture says we should "redeem the time, because the days are evil".  2 Timothy 3:13 says, "But evil men and impostors will grow worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived".  We are warned to "beware lest you also fall from your own steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked" (2 Peter 3:17).
